are more rare and therefore more expensive, cheaper diamonds don't have a consistent color, don't reflect light as well and tend
to look chalky). If you've ever shopped for a diamond, you know that 2 "similar" one carat diamonds that have different cuts,
clarity and/or color can vary wildly in their value and cost.

So can a similar system be considered when comparing carpet? To a great degree, it can. The price of carpet can vary greatly,
depending on several key factors. You should consider these factors in choosing your carpet, but rest assured, when you select
your floorcovering from Custom Carpet Centers, as price goes up or down, so does the quality of materials or the integrity of
product construction or the weight of materials in the product itself. The price range for carpeting can run from less than $1 a
square foot for the least expensive value polyester or polypropylene twists or loops right on up to $8 to $10 per square foot for the
mostly densely constructed high end wool velvet products. No matter where you decide you'd like to be in that spectrum, the
price you pay will be made up from the combination of the following important factors:

WHY IS FIBER IMPORTANT?

The first major factor to consider in a carpet is what it's made out of. The raw material that is sold to a carpet mill to be made into
carpet is called fiber. Forjust about any carpet manufactured in America, the main choices are wool, nylon, polyester, olefin or
polypropylene or possibly a blend of 2 of these materials into one carpet. There is a significant difference in not only the costs of
each of these materials, but in the fiber's ability to be resilient (to bounce back from repeated wear) and also in the feel or comfort
level of these products.

Wool

Woolis the only natural fiber used in the construction of today's carpets. It feels soft and warm and has excellent resilience to
weadar. Itis also used in many high fashion stylings of carpet, where luxury and warmth are a significant consideration. Anyone who
has ever tried on a wool cashmere sweater knows how warm and luxurious wool can be. This is no different in carpet styling. A
wool carpet in a room can provide the perfect combination of softness, fashion and luxury like no other fiber. Woolis also the most
expensive fiber used in the manufacturing of carpet by a fairly wide margin. Because it is a natural fioer and has no real "built-in"
resistance to staining, wool usually has to be freated with a topical stain freatment to ensure resistance to soiling and staining.
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
